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Briefing session on the Community Injury Surveillance System

 for primary and secondary schools

Rationale

The Department of Health wishes to invite your school to take part in a pilot programme to implement an injury surveillance system to identify contributing and precipitating factors for injuries within the school in order to find out areas for improvement and prevent recurrence. According to the Injury Survey conducted by the Department of Health (DH), 35.6% of injuries sustained by children aged 14 and below occurred in schools or educational areas. Thorough understanding of why, where and how injuries occur is the first step to injury prevention; hence keeping track of injury data is essential.
Current situation

Currently there is no standardised and universally adopted injury reporting system concerning falls, sports injuries and other injuries occurring in schools as each school has its own internal procedures in handling such incidents. Moreover, it is noted that even if the practice of recording injuries is in place, the purpose is more on recording administrative management of incidents rather than identification of causation and prevention of injury recurrence. Lack of adequate documentation of injuries and preventive actions also puts schools in a less advantageous position when dealing with complaints and possible litigation.
Objective

To fill this information gap, a pilot run of the online Community Injury Surveillance System (CISS) developed by the Occupational Safety and Health Council is being planned to improve injury recording in schools, with the objectives to assist school in managing and digitalizing its injury record and to facilitate injury surveillance in school to identify high risk group, location and activity, whereby specific injury prevention measures can be taken to improve overall school safety.
Parties involved

With collaboration between stakeholders including the DH, the Occupation Safety and Health Council, the Education Bureau, School Councils and pilot schools, it is hoped that a doable and effective system of injury recording can be introduced in schools.
Briefing session
A 1.5-hour briefing session will be held to introduce and demonstrate the CISS.  Target audiences are teacher(s) and staff member(s) who are required to handle students sustaining various types of injuries as well as their documentation on a day-to-day basis. The online injury surveillance system will be introduced for trial use free-of-charge.  Details of the briefing session are listed below.
